The National Social Host Law will establish a mandatory $5,000 fine on parents who knowingly allow underage consumption of alcohol at social gatherings over 20 persons.  Increasing punishments will be issued upon repeat offenses.

A Bill

1. A bill to provide a national policy on adults who host under aged drinking
2. Of alcohol at social gatherings of more than 20 persons.  
3. TYPE THIS: Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United

4. States of America in congress assembled,

5. Section 1.; This Act may be cited as the “Social Host Act”

6. Whereas under aged drinking is an increasing problem in the United States 

7. And whereas adults over 21 who allow or provide alcohol to minors are
8. Infrequently cited or punished for contributing to the delinquency of minors,
9. And whereas alcohol related deaths and traffic accidents involving minors
10. Are out of control in the United States,
11. The Social Host Act will establish national penalties for adults who host 

12. Gatherings over twenty persons that allow minors to consume alcohol. This

13. Act will stipulate three stages of penalties for adult violators: (1) First offense

14. Will result in a $5,000 fine, and publication of names in the local papers. (2)

15. A $10,000 fine and publication of names in the local papers. (3) $20,000 

16. Fine, up to 6 months of monitored court probation, and possible removal

17. Of minors to appropriate child protective agencies

18. Enforcement will involve local enforcement agencies, funded by a $500 

19. Million federal grant to states, but will be offset by penalties to cover

20. Court costs, enforcement and child protective agencies.  Increased 

21. Enforcement officers will be necessary to carry out this Act..
