Word Volume Control Knob*

Brainstorm and record where different degrees of an original given word might be placed on a word continuum (see above). It works as a thesaurus and gives both antonyms and synonyms for a central word. 

An option for after the continuum is created: Give examples of situations – ask students which word on the continuum best applies to the situation – and place the “control knob” (large magnet) in the correct location (i.e.: What word describe how I feel about spiders crawling over me? – possible response is “despise” – student puts magnet near this word)
