· Presidents, parties and accomplishments of Hayes, Garfield, Arthur, Cleveland, B. Harrison, Cleveland, McKinley, T. Roosevelt, Taft and Wilson.  Which were favorable toward big business or labor?

· Important legislation and Supreme Court cases regarding Trade/Tariffs, Silver/Gold standard during the Gilded Age and the Progressive Era.
· Captains of Industry

· Who were the important Muckrakers, and what did they expose? What magazines published them?
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
