3. Identify and explain two arguments made by the Federalists and explain how the Antifederalists countered each of these two arguements.

4. Discuss the facts used by the Supreme Court’s majority in the McCullouch v. Maryland decision, and explain how the case expands the power of the federal government in relation to the states.
5. For TWO of the following (a) identify the term, (b) give a specific example, and (c) explain how it affects policy-making within the states:

· categorical grants

· revenue sharing 

· block grants

6.  The Constitution was an attempt to address problems of decentralization that were experienced under the
Articles of Confederation.

a. List three problems of decentralized power that existed under the Articles of Confederation. For each problem you listed, identify one solution that the Constitution provided to address the problem.
